OUR OBJECTIONS

The renting to students in a Residential 1 suburb is
illegal, and must be stopped. Parkmore residents
lodged 600 objection letters against the applications.

The City of Johannesburg’s Planning Department
Hearing has set Tuesday, 11 May and Wednesday, 12
May. Itis critical that we are there to show our objection.

THE HEARING PROCESS

The Planning Committee involves a Chairman, and
representatives of CoJ’'s Town Planning and Legal
departments. The applicant is usually representing by
his appointed town planner. The Parkmore Community
Association, a professional town planner and 1-2
residents authorised by the 600 objectors, will be the
objectors. Note: Attendance to the Hearing is limited to
your designated representatives & PCA - not the public.

The 'Site Inspection’ involves the committee viewing the
property for which rezoning is applied, the applicant and
objectors highlight features around and about the area
relevant to their points of view within 15-20 minutes.

The hearing will take place later in the day at the Metro
Centre in Braamfontein. The Chairman will explain the
protocol - only statements relevant to town planning
matters will be allowed. The applicant motivates their
case; questions may be asked; the CoJ Town Planner
explains the City Council’s view; the Objectors present
their reasons for not wanting the rezoning to be
approved. Again questions, and finally the applicant
wraps up his argument. The Committee then adjourns
to consider their decision which is advised later.
